Marcellus Shale Exploration Continues 
Pennsylvania has received 

quite a bit of attention in the 

news recently regarding the 

development of gas wells in the 

Marcellus Shale formation. The 

industry has been aware of this 

reserve for many years, 

however only recently has the 

technology to drill horizontal 

wells and effectively frac this 

formation made the Marcellus 

shale attractive to gas well 

developers. Eichelbergers, Inc. 

has been participating in this 

work since early 2008. 

Frequently the gas wells are 

located where the overburden 

drilling conditions are 

geologically challenging for 

the large gas well drilling rigs. 

Eichelbergers has been 

installing the ñconductor 

casingò (initial string of casing 

through the overburden) for 

these wells by using 

simultaneous casing 

advancement technology. ñWe 

have been successful in drilling 

through the overburden 

conditions in northeastern 

Pennsylvania and providing the 

gas well drillers with a stable 

top hole,ò says Ted Gayman, 

Executive Vice President at 

Eichelbergers. The conductor 

casings are installed a week or 

two prior to the mobilization of 

the gas well rig. The gas well 

crew can then set up over an 

existing, stable bore hole and 

efficiently construct the well. 

The Marcellus shale play has 

attracted both local and out of 

state companies who are 

actively drilling throughout 

northern and western 

Pennsylvania. 

Eichelbergers, Inc. recently added another new 

Vacmaster 4000 vacuum excavation unit to itôs fleet of 

equipment. The unit is powered by a 6-cylinder diesel 

engine, and has an air compressor capacity of 300cfm @ 

220 psi. This larger unit will provide increased 

productivity on job sites and allow penetration to deeper 

depths, offering improved efficiency with safety in mind .
